PZHO-2005-29 Requested by Daniel Mackin for special permission to operate the following home occupation – “Mackin’s Handyman Service, LLC” – small to medium home improvement and repair projects.  The home office will be at 175 E. Oakland Drive, St. Rose, La.  Zoning District R-1A.  Council District 5.

Daniel Mackin 175 E. Oakland Drive, St. Rose, LA, spoke for the request.  Mr. Mackin stated that he would be running a small home improvement business with some drywall work and minor carpentry.

Mr. Bordner asked Mr. Mackin to clarify “most work” – if work would be done at the location.

Mr. Mackin stated no.

Mr. Bordner asked what types of vehicles are currently being used in the business.

Mr. Mackin stated a pick up truck.

Mr. Bordner stated that there is a limitation of only one vehicle allowed in the conduction of a home occupation.  He then asked Mr. Mackin if he is aware of the items initialed in the home occupation and he then stated that he was not pointing this out just for Mr. Mackin but for others also that were applying for home occupation to be aware that they will not place any signs of any type on the property regarding home occupation.  Mr. Bordner then went over the provisions of the home occupation application.  Mr. Bordner stated that the statements apply to all home occupations and are required to be initialed by anyone applying for that occupation in order to obtain that license.

Mr. Mackin stated that he understands all of the provisions.

Mr. Romano stated that this is before the Commission for state licensing and that if the Council introduces the case on January 9, 2006, it would be heard on January 23, 2006.  There is no documentation for or against the application.
