Mr. Gibbs: First item on the agenda is PZHO-2012-10 requested by Jeffery Quillin for special permission to operate the following home occupation – “Cajun Party Connection, LLC” –inflatable bounce houses and waterslides rentals at 212 Amelia St., Destrehan. Zoning District R-1A. Council District 3.  Mr. Romano.

Mr. Romano: Thank you Mr. Chairman. Mr. Quillin completed his application to use his residence as the home office for Cajun Party Connection LLC in May of this year. Completion of the application requires agreeing to the operational regulations listed above.  The request appears before the Planning and Zoning Commission because of the need for annual inspection/approval by the Fire Marshal.  Site visit revealed that the residence has a driveway at least 100-feet in length that leads to a detached accessory building where the inflatables are to be stored. The Department has received noise related complaints in the past with this type of business in other residential areas.  The source of the noise was related multiple inflatables running in the yard for cleaning purposes.  The Department recommends that the applicant be restricted to having no more than two (2) inflatables operating at any one time on his property. The Department recommends approval with the following stipulation: That no more than two (2) inflatables may operate at any one time on the  subject property.  

Mr. Gibbs: Thank you Mr. Romano.  This is a public hearing for PZHO-2012-10. Is there anyone to speak in favor of PZHO-2012-10? Step up the mic and give your name and address please.

My name is Jeffery Quillin, 212 Amelia St. I am the owner of the business. I’d like to be able to run the business. We won’t have any more than the two as you mentioned running at one time. Most of the time it will be one and just for a few hours for cleaning and drying purposes and that would be it.

Mr. Gibbs: How many do you have?

Mr. Quillin:  Right now I just have 4. 

Mr. Gibbs: Ok.

Mr. Quillin: I won’t store more than 10 on the premises once I build it up some and at that point I’ll go into a storage facility or whatever else I have to do.  But my shop is big enough that I can occupy 10 of them in storage. 

Mr. Gibbs: Any other questions? Thank you Mr. Quillin. Anyone to speak against PZHO-2012-10? Any questions or concerns from the Commission? This is in my district, I did drive by the house, it appears everything will be fine. If he put 3 up, I don’t think that we would know it, so I appreciate your vote.

Ms. Marousek: That’s with the stipulation?

Mr. Gibbs: With the stipulation, just 2, yes. Cast your vote please.
