Zoning District M-2. Council District 5.

Mr. Weber stated that when the property was purchased, the act of sale had a proposed street, the building was built on one side of the street and the other side is a parking lot.  The property in the rear was purchased by someone else and developed.  The street is of no use to anyone but the Veterans Club.
