APPLICABLE REGULATIONS

In order for property to be rezoned in St. Charles Parish it must meet one of the criteria set forth on the St. Charles Parish Zoning Ordinance.  This application meets the second criteria in that it:

1.Land-use pattern or character has changed to the extent that the existing zoning no longer allows reasonable use of the proponent's property and adjacent property. Reasonableness is defined as:

a.Land use the same as, or similar to that existing or properties next to, or across the street from the site under  consideration.

b.Consideration of unique or unusual physical or environmental limitations due to size, shape, topography or related hazards or deficiencies.

 c.Consideration of changes in land value, physical environment or economic aspects which tend to limit the usefulness of vacant land or buildings.
 ANALYSIS
The applicant desire to rezone his property to M-1 in order to accommodate the construction of a 64 bay truck terminal with warehousing.  The corridor has developed as a light industrial district.  The rezoning request is consistent with the existing land use and recent zoning changes.  The truck terminal in and of itself would be allowed with a zoning change; however, the size of the warehousing facility requires the M-1 zoning designation.  The application meets the first criteria heading for a change in zoning.
 DEPARTMENTAL RECOMMENDATION
