Mr. Booth:  Which moves us on to the public hearings that will be held.  First item on the agenda for the public hearings will be PZHO-2010-08 requested by Patti & Julius Waddell for special permission to operate the following home occupation – “Waddell Industries, LLC’ – a transport company. The home occupation will be located at 220 Riverwood Dr., St. Rose, La. Zoning District R-1A. Council District 5.

Mr. Romano:  Mr. Chairman, members of the Commission, The Waddell’s completed an application to use the residence as the office for Waddell Industries LLC,  a gravel and mud transport company on August 3, 2010. The request appears before the Commission because of the need for state licensing. The intent is to use the home as the mailing address for the business and for maintaining paperwork. The application also states that the truck and trailer will not be stored/ parked at this address but at a storage facility on the Northshore. Site inspection on August 23 revealed no apparent code violations at the residence, and no complaints or code violations are on file. If not advised previously, the Department is stating publicly for the record that the applicants need to be aware that issuance of a Home Occupation permit does not negate restrictive covenants for a subdivision when they exist. To the Department’s knowledge, there are restrictive covenants and an active civic association Riverwood Estates. The proposed business appears to meet the general parameters of the home occupation regulations. The Department recommends approval.

Mr. Booth:  This is a public hearing for PZHO-2010-08, is there someone here to speak in favor of that particular request?  Please step forward, state your name and address for the record.

Julius Waddell, 220 Riverwood.  

Mr. Booth:  Real quick, would you state what you are doing.

Mr. Waddell:  We’re going to be hauling mud and gravel for the Corp of Engineers from Tangipahoa Parish to Irish Bayou, New Orleans East.

Mr. Booth:  No equipment will be kept at the residence?

Mr. Waddell: No sir.

Mr. Booth:  You will have no employees or workers coming to the residences?

Mr. Waddell:  No sir.

Mr. Booth:  You heard what we said about the covenants in your neighborhood.

Mr. Waddell:  Yes.

Mr. Booth:  Thank you sir.  Anyone else here to speak in favor of this particular application, please step forward?  Anyone in opposition of this application, please step forward? Hearing none, the public hearing is closed.  Any discussion or questions from the Commission?  Let’s call for the vote.
