PZHO-2009-13 requested by Terri Darensbourg for special permission to operate the following home occupation – Hair Essence - a beauty salon by appointment only at 387 King Street, Hahnville, La.  Zoning District R-1A(M). Council District 1.

Mr. Romano:  Ms. Darensbourg completed an application to operate a beauty salon in her home on July 7, 2009.   The request appears before the Commission because both the premises and the beautician must be licensed by the Louisiana Board of Cosmetology and the premises must also be permitted by the Louisiana State Fire Marshal.  Ms. Darensbourg has been advised that copies those licenses and permits must be submitted in order for the business to receive a Certificate of Zoning Compliance/Home Occupation Permit.

The garage and driveway provide space for as many as five cars to park which should be adequate for an appointment-only business.

The applicant has been advised that issuance of a Home Occupation permit does not negate restrictive covenants.

No complaints or violations for the subject property are on file; site inspection revealed no apparent code violations.  The proposed business appears to meet the general parameters of the home occupation regulations.  The Department recommends approval.

Terri Darensbourg, I reside at 387 King Street, Hahnville.  I am applying for a permit to operate a beauty salon by appointment only.

Ms. Wolfe:  This is in my district and I have no problem with it as long as Ms. Darensbourg follow the rules that there will be no signs in her yard.

Mr. Booth:  As stated with the other home occupations that were heard earlier, the neighbors don’t need to know that there is a business going on so it won’t disrupt their neighborhood.  Any other Commission discussion?  Please cast your vote.
