Mr. Gibbs: Last item on the agenda is PZO-2012-08 requested by Paul J. Hogan, PE, Councilman, District IV and Dennis Nuss, Councilman, District VII for an ordinance to amend the Code of Ordinances Appendix C, IV. Design Standards, E. Miscellaneous, 3. Electrical Service/Street Lights, c. and d.  Mr. Hogan.

Mr. Hogan: Thank you Commissioners. This is an ordinance brought forth by myself and Councilman Dennis Nuss and we’re here for your recommendation tonight.

Mr. Gibbs: This is a public hearing for PZO-2012-08 anyone care to have an opinion on it?  

Mr. Clulee: I have a question for Mr. Hogan. Mr. Hogan enlighten me a little bit, a subdivision when a developer builds it, he puts $300 per lot up in the kitty?

Mr. Hogan: Per street light.

Mr. Clulee: Per street and on your revised plan so that would be for all of them. In other words the parish would hold that money until every lot was sold is that correct?

Mr. Hogan: The old one what it says is when that lot that that light services gets built on, then the parish is going to take over the responsibility of the light.

Mr. Clulee: So on your revised and earlier you said our development, I’m assuming you’re talking about you and your uncle Matherne when we were talking about the previous case.

Mr. Hogan: Correct.

Mr. Clulee: Now you want to make it where 80% on the revised deal.

Mr. Hogan: No that’s not correct.

Mr. Clulee: That’s what’s here.

Mr. Hogan: That’s what there but that’s not my recommendation, that’s Councilman Nuss’ recommendation.

Mr. Clulee: Well you and Mr. Nuss authored this.

Mr. Hogan: That’s correct, but that’s not my recommendation that’s Councilman Nuss’, if you have a question on that part, you have to ask Councilman Nuss.

Mr. Clulee: Well Mr. Nuss is not here so I can’t ask him.

Mr. Gibbs: Mr. Hogan can I ask you what your recommendation is?

Mr. Hogan: It’s a totally different ordinance than this, I disagreed with Mr. Nuss on the proposal change, mine is totally different than this. 

Mr. Clulee: So this is the first time Mr. Nuss got on board with you on this one?
Mr. Hogan: Yes we were working on this for quite a while and we were agreeable to this version here.

Mr. Clulee: That was pretty smart of you Mr. Hogan to put Mr. Nuss on it.

Mr. Gibbs: Correct me if I’m wrong. You got all the street lights up, 80% of the development is completed and you get your money back without 100% of the development completed?

Mr. Hogan: Let’s read through it what it says is before final acceptance of the subdivision street light the following conditions must be met. 1. The developer must deposit the cash sum of $300 per street light within the Parish of St. Charles. 2. The cash deposit held in escrow will be utilized to pay for any damages to the street light units by construction, vandalism or any other cause occurring prior to the time of occupancy as required in section IV.E 3 above. 3. When a minimum of 80% of the street light units within a project has been energized in accordance with Section IV.E.3.c above the cash deposit less any costs of repairs if any shall be refunded to the developer. 

Mr. Clulee: So when does the developer get his money back? At the sale of the lot or when a house is built?  When does the Entergy people turn it on?

Mr. Hogan: When the Contract Monitor calls them and ask them to turn it on, which is generally when the house is occupied.

Mr. Clulee: So in that subdivision we were talking about earlier, how many vacant lots you think you have to sell back there? Do you have any idea?

Mr. Hogan:  No. I’m not sure, I would say 40 or 50.

Mr. Clulee: What totals did you have?

Mr. Hogan: 80, 86

Mr. Clulee: So how much percentage that would be?

Mr. Gibbs: ½ 

Mr. Clulee: Thank you Mr. Hogan.

Mr. Gibbs: Any other questions Commission members? Any else to speak? This public hearing is closed on PZO-2012-08. Commission members cast your vote.
