Minutes


Mr. Becnel:  PZHO-2008-25 requested by Terra Jones for special permissions to operate the following home occupation – “Ultimate Cuts” – a beauty shop.  The home occupation will be at 114 Michael Drive, Des Allemands, (Bayou Gauche) La. Zoning District R-1A. Council District 4.  Anyone wishing to speak in favor, please come forward.

Terra Jones, 114 Michael Drive, Des Allemands.  I’m wanting to move my existing beauty shop Ultimate Cuts to my home.  I’m the only employee there.  I will do by appointment only so there won’t be a lot of traffic in and out of the neighborhood.

Mr. Becnel:  How many appointments do you anticipate on a daily basis?

Ms. Jones:  Maybe 10.

Mr. Becnel:  10 on a daily basis?

Ms. Jones:  yes.

Mr. Becnel:  By the spirit of these home occupations, it’s supposed to be a transparent issue.  It’s supposed to be completely transparent to the rest of the neighborhood that you are conducting a business.

Ms. Jones:  I’ve never had more than one or two clients at a time, even coming to my shop in Paradis and that’s been for 10 years.

Mr. Becnel:  You have adequate off street parking at your home?

Ms. Jones:  Yes sir.

Mr. Foster:  This is in my district and I haven’t had any complaints from the neighbors and I’m one of her neighbors, and I’m not complaining.  I definitely support this.

Mr. Becnel:  Anyone else wishing to speak in favor of this application please come forward.  Anyone here to speak in opposition please come forward.  Seeing none the public hearing is closed.  Ms. Stein.

Ms. Stein:  The applicant completed an application for a home occupation to operate “Ultimate Cuts” on October 22.   The request appears before the Commission not only because of the need for a license from the State Cosmetology Board and Fire Marshal approval, but also because it involves customers at the residence.

Ultimate Cuts has been licensed to operate at 12544 US Hwy 90 since 1999 (permit 13805-99).  Because of changes in the family, the applicant wishes to relocate her business to her home.  She proposes working out of the attached garage at the rear of the house and installing a half-bath for customers.  The renovation work will be permitted through the commercial permit process with plan review by the State Fire Marshal and building code inspection by the Parish consultant.  The site is already developed with a long driveway that can stack as many as nine (9) cars.  At least four (4) cars could be parked such that each could move independently of the others. Traffic on the street is extremely unlikely to be a problem here.

The applicant has been advised that issuance of a Home Occupation permit does not negate restrictive covenants.

Site inspection on November 19 revealed no code violations.  The proposed business appears to meet the general parameters of the home occupation regulations, so we do recommend approval.
