Cellos, Jr. for special permission to operate the following home occupation – “Express Plumbing, LLC” - a plumbing business.  The home occupation will be at 426 Bernard Avenue, Ama. Zoning District R-1A. Council District 2. Ms. Stein.

Ms. Stein:  Thank you Mr. Chair, I’ll be trying to pull up the map as I go on, we’re having technical difficulties.  Mr. Cellos completed and application to operate Express Plumbing at his home on June 10th.  The application appears before the Planning and Zoning Commission because the State Licensing Board for Contractors requires licensure of any trade contractor (electrician, plumber, mechanical or heating/AC) if the value of any job exceeds $10,000.

The applicant has been advised that approval of a home occupation permit does not negate any restrictions on his property, such as restrictive covenants.  The property does not appear to have any code violations on it and no complaints or code violations are on file for either the property or the applicant.

The request appears to meet the operational guidelines for a home occupation, so we recommend approval.
