Mark Degery, 2400 Ormond Blvd., Destrehan, LA 70047, President of Ormond Civic Association.  He stated that it’s not that they are against Ms. Melissa’s proposed Reliable Renovation home business.  He stated there are over 100 home businesses in Ormond and we’ve had problems with many of those.  He also stated that there have been employees coming to the house and employees staying at the house.  He stated that there was a house on Villere Place purchased by a company and there were workers staying in the house.  There have been vehicles with signs on them, heavy construction equipment.  He stated that what surprises the Ormond Civic Association is all these home businesses are construction related, they are not computer type businesses, things that you would normally find in a house.  He asked why is that so many home businesses are being approved that are construction related.

Mr. Bordner stated that because they require state licensure.  

Mr. Degery stated that it is their position that the Planning and Zoning Board scrutinize these home occupations very closely and realize that we have had many problems in our subdivision with these home occupations.  We don’t want our subdivision to turn into an industrial park.

Marilyn Richoux, 4 Stanton Hall Drive, Destrehan, LA 70047.  She stated that she is not for or against, but she asked Mr. Lambert to ask that all application regarding construction be reviewed by the Commission.
