Dear Mr. Sesser:

Pursuant to my letter of June 1, following are the proposed changes to the drainage pipes for the above referenced development:

· Riverbend agrees to furnish ultra flow (manning n “roughness coefficient” = .12 or less) metal drain pipe or other smooth wall drain pipe for the entire project.

· Riverbend agrees to accommodate a total drainage inflow (from School Board Property) of approximately 53 cfs per the attached Danny J. Hebert drainage analysis (per Matt with Meyer Engineers, Inc., all 30” drainage pipes up to the street side catch basins between lots 11 and 17 shall be increased to 42” (or larger) inside diameter.

· Riverbend agrees to construct a swale along the interface between properties behind lots 13, 14 and 15 in order to route the overland flows to the proposed Riverbend inflow drainage pipes.  The swale shall be approximately 1’ deep with 1:1 ½ side slopes and may be constructed on the School Board Property directly adjacent to the property line interface.
