Mr. Booth:  The next item on the agenda is PZHO-2011-05 requested by Jonathan & Becky Jacobs for special permission to operate the following home occupation – “Anywhere But Here Transport LLC” – trucking company.  The home office will be at 203 Ormond Village Drive, Destrehan. Zoning District R-1A. Council District 3. Ms. Stein.

Ms. Stein:  Mr. Jacobs submitted an application to use his home as the office for a one truck, over the road 18 wheeler trucking company in January.  The request appears before the Planning Commission because it uses an eighteen wheeler which requires a Commercial Drivers’ License from the Department of Motor Vehicles.

As with all trucking operations, the request does not comply with item #4 of the Home Occupation Operational Regulations which states: “ No licensed vehicle in excess of one (1) ton (manufacturer’s rating), and no more than one (1) licensed motorized vehicle shall be utilized by any resident of the premises in connection with the home occupation.”

Mr. Jacobs has indicated that the truck and trailer will be stored at the St. Rose Travel Center when not in use.  St. Rose Travel Center offers parking for $5 / weekday night on a first come, first served basis.  They do not offer contracts.  Parking is free and usually available on Saturday and Sunday also on a first come first served basis.

The applicant has been advised that issuance of a Home Occupation permit does not negate restrictive covenants for the subdivision.

Site inspection on February 2 revealed no code violations, and no complaints or violations are on file.  The Department recommends approval with the stipulation that if the truck is documented to be parked overnight at an illegal location that the home occupation will be revoked.

Mr. Booth:  Thank you Ms. Stein.  This is a public hearing for PZHO-2011-05 Jonathan and Becky Jacobs. Anyone here to speak in favor of the application, please step forward. Please state your name and address for the record.

Becky Jacobs, 203 Ormond Village, Destrehan.  

Mr. Booth:  You’ve heard what they’ve said about the investigation and the requirements.  What are your plans, tell us briefly what you want to do.  

Ms. Jacobs:  It’s just cross country driving, my husband will be the only driver.  It’s to store filing and faxing and to receive faxes, there will be no incoming or outgoing traffic other than my husband.

Mr. Booth:  You’ll make arrangements as they said on where the truck is kept, it won’t be at the location.

Ms. Jacobs:  Yes Sir.

Mr. Booth:  Thank you.  

Mr. Gibbs:  This is in my district and unbeknownst to you I drove by a couple of times just to see if something was parked there and it wasn’t so everything is fine.  My one question and concern is it’s a first come first serve basis, does the place get crowded regularly?

Ms. Jacobs:  There is another location in LaPlace.

Mr. Gibbs:  So you have 2 options?

Ms. Jacobs:  Right.

Mr. Gibbs:  I’m thinking of worse case scenarios.  
Ms. Jacobs:  We’ve looked at all of our options to make sure.  

Mr. Gibbs:  Ok. Good luck.

Mr. Booth:  Anyone else here to speak on behalf of this particular application please step forward.  Anyone to oppose this application, please step forward.  Seeing none, the public hearing is closed.  Any other questions or comments by the Commission?  

Ms. Marousek:  If you are going to take the stipulation up with the motion to make sure it’s in there.

Mr. Booth:  We’ll now call for the vote with the stipulation that if approved, the truck documented will be parked overnight at the locations that the owner has stated, the two locations and worst case scenario another legal truck stop or parking place for this particular piece of equipment and that violation of that parking regulation would revoke the license.  With that stipulation we will vote.
