Mr. Gibbs: next item on the agenda PZHO-2012-09 requested by Terri & Richard Tracy, Jr. for special permission to operate the following home occupation – “Treasure Hunt” – an antiques dealer and gun dealer - at 302 Davis Dr., Luling. Zoning District R-1A. Council District 2. 
Ms. Stein: Terri and Richard Tracy applied for a home occupation to relocate the domicile of Treasure Hunt on January 24, 2012.  The business owners reported that they received notice to vacate the building they had occupied for several years.  

Their application for a home occupation described the business as a dealer of curios and relics with no mention of firearms or the need for a federal firearms license:
Internet sales of antiques, curios, and collectibles. Occasional deliveries by US mail or UPS to the home. No walk in business except for an occasional appointment. No vehicles except personal GMC pickup truck. No machinery required.”  
Not understanding what curios and relics were the application was processed as an administrative home occupation permit and issued on February 6, 2012 in error.  

The Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco, Firearms, and Explosives contacted staff inquiring whether the business had completed the home occupation permit process that would permit a Federal Firearms Dealers’ License at the home address, which it had not.  

The Tracy’s came in and reapplied. The request appears before the Commission because of the need for licensing by the Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco, Firearms, and Explosives.  The applicant has indicated that gun showing and sales to the public will occur at gun shows and to licensed dealers over the internet and using mail delivery.

So we recommend approval with – 

1.	A stipulation that the applicant obtain the required federal license prior to obtaining an occupational license.
2.  	A stipulation that no transfer of firearms occur at the residence at any time.
3.  	Approval contingent upon the stipulations.

Mr. Gibbs: Thank you Ms. Stein. This is a public hearing, is there anyone here to speak in favor of PZHO-2012-09?  State your name and address please?

Terri Tracy, 302 Davis Drive. I just wanted to know if you had any questions before you voted.

Mr. Clulee: I have one.  You know the stipulations that she referred to?  Are you okay with it?

Ms. Tracy: Oh yes that’s fine. It’s a little catch 22 because all we had FFL at the place of business. They won’t issue me a  FFL until I have the business license.  So you said I have to get the FFL before the license?

Ms. Stein: Generally, they’ll call us and we’ll issue them a copy of the ordinance that permits you and they’ll go forth.

Ms. Tracy:  The curios and relics are anything 50 years or older. That’s what our deal is.

Mr. Clulee: We got a number of these and I see you live on the next street.

Ms. Tracy: Yes, I’ve been there 35 years.

Mr. Gibbs: Thank you. Anyone else to speak in favor?  Anyone else to speak against PZHO-2012-09?  Seeing none the public hearing is closed.  Commission members cast your votes.
