· Surrounding Land Uses and Zoning:

R-1A zoning and uses between River Road and ICCN on upriver side of site. R-1AM zoning, R-1A uses to south of site between River Road and ICCN. OL zoning and uses between ICCN and Airline Drive on upriver side; R-1A zoning, vacant uses on south side between ICCN and Airline; M-1 zoning, vacant uses on north and south sides of site between Airline and Lake Pontchartrain.

· Comprehensive Plan Specifications:

“Maintain the rural and agricultural character while encouraging controlled residential growth and limiting commercial/industrial growth.”

· Utilities:

Standard utilities are in place along Evangeline Road up to several hundred feet west of ICCN railroad and along River Road.

· Floodplain Information:

From Zone X adjacent to the levee, to AE +17.
Traffic Access:

The site fronts River Road, Airline Drive, and Evangeline Road.

Appendix C, St. Charles Parish Subdivision Regulations of 1981

II. Subdivision Procedure

C. Minor Subdivisions/Formal Process Not Required.

1. If no street, drainage, or sewer improvements are required, no formal Preliminary Plat shall be required, however, the presented plan shall conform to requirements outlined in Section II.C.4. of this section. (Ord. No. 94-12-4, § XIX, 12-5-94).

In instances where only five (5) lots or less are proposed to be created by subdivision or resubdivision and no new or additional streets are to be created, the Commission and the Chairman may sign certification for such applications for subdivision or resubdivision without final approval of the plat plan by the Council provided that the standard public hearing and public notification actions have been effected. The proposal shall be in compliance with all relevant land use regulations, as amended. The authority shall not exceed the limits herein.

ANALYSIS

This is a minor resubdivision of one large tract of land totaling approximately 538 acres into 7 Tracts for marketing purposes. Because this resubdivision entails more than 5 lots, this request does not meet the criteria set forth in Appendix C, Section II.C.3. of the Subdivision Regulations. Therefore, this application requires Commission approval, Commission Chairman signature, Council approval, and Council Chairman signature. In addition, infrastructure improvements or installation are not required during this resubdivision action because no development will take place on these tracts without further resubdivision taking place. Therefore, no formal Preliminary Plat is required.
All Tracts will exceed minimum lot size and frontage requirements. The plat meets all requirements for minor resubdivisions.
