Mr. Becnel:  PZHO-2008-20 requested by David & Sheryl Haydel for special permission to operate the following home occupation – “DDSC, LLC Construction” – a home renovation business.  The home occupation will be at 221 Coronado Drive, Luling, La. Zoning District R-1A.  Council District 7.

Sheryl Haydel and this is my husband David Haydel and we live at 221 Coronado Drive.  The name of our company is DDSC, and  we will strictly have a small office space that we would like to use to operate the new business that is a home renovation.

David Haydel:  It’s nothing pass the average do it yourself.  All of my tools fit in the garage, I don’t even have a trailer, I just have a normal personal truck that I use and all my tools are kept out of site and I don’t have any building materials at my home.

Mr. Becnel:  This is a public hearing, anyone else here to speak in favor of this application, please come forward.

Bob Taylor:  303 Santa Cruz Court, right behind their residence and as long as there is no exterior modifications to that property or anything, I’m heartedly in favor of it. 

Mr. Becnel:  Thank you Mr. Taylor.  Anyone else here to speak in favor?  Anyone here to speak in opposition to the request, please come forward.  Seeing none, the public hearing is closed. Mr. Romano.

Mr. Romano:  This applicant completed an application on July 7th and appear before the Commission because of the need for state licensure. Site inspection on July 28th revealed no code violations.  The proposed business appears to meet the general perimeters of the home occupation regulations and the department recommends approval.
