 The Arc of St. Charles was the first provider to create and implement a 

“Virtual Day Habilitation Program” for individuals to stay connected to their 

community and peers. This program is still being offered through zoom.

 Our program became a pilot example throughout the region. We trained other 

Arc chapters on this program as well. 

 This program is so successful that it has become a funded “type of service” 

during COVID and for future use.

 This program allow community partners and citizens to volunteer to host 

activities, creates a discovery and interactive environment through virtual 

learning experiences, tours, recreation activities and more.





Second Harvest Food Pantry
