	Minutes
The first item that we will hear on our agenda tonight is PZHO-2010-09 requested by Barry A. Donewar, Sr. for special permission to operate the following home occupation – “Barry A. Donewar, Sr.” – selling custom ordered firearms.  The home occupation will be at 123 Magnolia Court, Luling, La.  Zoning District R-1A. Council District 2.  

Mr. Matherne:  Mr. Chairman, if you would it’s on the table, you need the motion to hear it.  

Mr. Booth:  I didn’t know that was on the table, let’s have a motion to bring that off the table.

Mr. Clulee:  I’ll make that motion to bring it off, please.

Mr. Gibbs:  I’ll second it. 

Mr. Booth:  And the vote.

Mr. Booth:  That’s now active, it’s off the table.  Mr. Foster is not here tonight.  Alright Mr. Matherne, do you have something to tell us about that?

Mr. Matherne:  Yes Mr. Chairman.  Mr. Donewar was tabled last month because not all of the abutting property owners were notified.  That has been satisfied now.  Just to recap what our recommendation was last month. On August 8, 2010, Mr. Donewar completed an application to use his residence as the domicile address for a firearms dealer.

The request appears before the Commission because of the need for additional licensing by the Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco, Firearms, and Explosives.  The St. Charles Parish Sheriff has been notified and has no objection to the home-based business as long as the applicant obtains the necessary Federal License which requires an intense background check. The Department’s recommendation is for approval with the stipulation that the applicant obtain the required federal license and it’s approved contingent upon the stipulation.

Mr. Booth:  Thank you sir.  We’ll open a public hearing on PZHO-2010-09 for Mr. Donewar to operate a home occupation selling custom firearms.  Is someone here to speak in favor of that, please come forward and state your  name and address for the record please sir.

Mr. name is Barry Donewar, Sr., my address is 123 Magnolia Court in Luling.

Mr. Booth:  What are you going to do there?

Mr. Donewar:  This request is being made in conjunction with a Federal Firearms License application.  According to federal statute in the absence of a storefront, the licensees home address is used as part of the licensure.  Once this passes, if it passes, then proper application will be made with the Federal ATF and I’ll be subject to their rules and regulations, inspections and things along these lines.

Mr. Booth:  So you will be storing firearms at that location?

Mr. Donewar:  No sir, I will not maintain an inventory of firearms.  Any firearms will be custom ordered on an at need level, so there will not be an ongoing inventory at that address.

Mr. Booth:  Good.  That’s always a question that people ask.  That’s why I asked it just to clear it up.  Thank you sir.  Anyone else here to speak in favor of this application?  Anyone here to speak in opposition to this application?  Hearing none, the public hearing is closed on this matter.  Any Commission discussion on this matter?

Mr. Clulee:  Mr. Chairman, this is in my district, and we’ve done a few of these in different districts in the parish and they do have to go through an extensive background check to do this and I have no problem with this.

Mr. Booth:  Thank you Mr. Clulee, anyone else?  Okay, let’s call for the vote.
