Mr. Booth:  Next we have on the agenda PZHO-2010-13 requested by Charlene Armstrong for special permission to operate the following home occupation – “Totally You Beauty Salon” – a beauty shop. The home occupation will be at 299 Trailsway Drive, Hahnville, La. Zoning District R-1A. Council District 1. Yes ma’am.

Ms. Stein:  Thank you Mr. Chair.  The applicant is Charlene Armstrong, The applicant completed an application for a home occupation to operate “Totally You Beauty Salon” on November 2.   The request appears before the Commission because of the need for a license from the State Cosmetology Board and for inspection by the State Fire Marshal.

The site already is developed with four parking stalls which the requirement for the residence plus a one chair beauty.  The applicant has been advised that issuance of a Home Occupation permit does not negate restrictive covenants and that employees are limited to residents of the house.

At the time of writing this report, staff awaits a description of the required upgrades from the Building Official.  The applicant has been advised that required upgrades may include separate ingress/egress and a separate toilet facility in addition to electrical and plumbing.  The applicant also has been advised that the site must be inspected by the Louisiana State Fire Marshal and Cosmetology Board.

Site inspection on November 22 revealed no apparent code violations and none are on file.  The proposed business appears to meet the general parameters of the home occupation regulations.  We do recommend approval of the home occupation.

Mr. Booth:  This is a public hearing for PZHO-2010-13. Anyone here to speak in favor of that, please step forward. State your name and address for the record please.

Charlene Armstrong and I’m requesting to operate my business from my home and I plan on putting a building in the back of my house.

Mr. Booth:  Is there anyone else here to speak in favor of this application?  Anyone to oppose it?
Hearing none, the public hearing is closed. Any comments?  Call for the vote.
