	Minutes
Mr. Booth:  The last item on our agenda is PZS-2010-49 requested by Donnie & Carol White for Resubdivision of Lot 3-A-2 of Lot 149 of Coteau de France or Ranson Tract into Lots herein designated as Lot 3-A-2A (122 Dugas Lane) and Lot 3-A-2B (115 Dugas Lane) of Lot 149 of Coteau de France or Ranson Tract.  This request also requires a waiver to the minimum lot size of both lots and a waiver to frontage of the public street. Zoning  District R-1A(M). Council District 4. 

Ms. Marousek:  This request is to subdivide an existing 131.31-foot wide by 48-foot deep lot into 2 lots. Currently, 2 homes exist on the lot as legally nonconformities. Approval of this application will result in each house existing on individual lots. However, the total area of the existing lot is 6,306 square feet, which is less than the minimum 10,000 square feet required for creating two 5,000-foot lots; per R-1AM regulations. Therefore, approval would require a waiver to the following by the Commission and supporting resolution from the Council: 

To the minimum required 50-foot frontage width and square foot area for Lot 3-A-2A and 
Lot 3-A-2B. 

While the Department cannot make a positive recommendation of a waiver to the Code of Ordinances, consideration of the fact that approval does not change the existing land use of the site.—the two houses already exist there and have existed there for years. Approval would not increase the land use density to the area nor create other negative impacts that would result if the site were currently vacant and the addition of 2 houses was being proposed.

The submitted surveys meet or exceed all minimum requirements.

Approval, provided that the waiver, as stated above, is approved by the Commission and Supporting Resolution by the Council is approved.

Mr. Clulee:  Ms. Marretta was there a sign put up?

Ms. Marousek:  Yes there was a sign posted.  She found out about it this evening, but didn’t have an opportunity to look at the file itself.  

Mr. Clulee:  The sign was put up there according to 

Ms. Marousek:  Yes ten days in advance.

Mr. Foster:  The sign was up there. The people that you are speaking about are across the street.

Ms. Marousek:  She’s here. So you might want to open the public hearing.  

Mr. Foster:  Yes, let’s do that.

Mr. Booth:  This is a public hearing for PZS-2010-49 requested by Carol and Donnie White. Anyone to speak in favor?  

Donnie White and my wife’s name is Carol White, we purchased the property from the Dugas like a year ago.  We have the 2 houses at 115 is a blue house that’s about 80 years old and then there’s a green house 122 that’s 50 years old.  I purchased the property and did a total redo on the houses.  When I came into the area it was dilapidated, it was torn down, it was bad.  As far as I know everybody in the area is satisfied with what I did, because it was just an eyesore.  I have someone that wants to purchase the 115 and they are really happy.  I have a really positive deal on the 122, so if you guys would approve this, we would really appreciate it.  

Mr. Booth:  Thank you.

Mr. Foster:  Are you planning on selling?

Mr. White:  Yes.

Mr. Foster:  To someone that’s going to build a home or someone that’s 

Mr. White:  It’s two houses there already.

Mr. Foster:  Ok.

Mr. White:  All I did, I went in and totally redid the property. I have the houses for sale right now.

Mr. Clulee:  So Mr. White you spent a lot of time and money revamping these two homes.

Mr. White:  I spent my time and my money in redoing these houses.

Mr. Booth:  Anyone else to speak in favor of this application?  Anyone to speak in opposition? 

Barbara Schneider, 158 Boras Lane, Des Allemands. The problem is I didn’t find out, I know I live in Des Allemands, I don’t pass there and I saw the sign this evening and I tried calling the zoning board to see if I can find out any information on it.  Donnie has done a really good job with fixing the houses up and everything.  The only thing is I wanted to see where it was being divided and all of that and I do have a little problem with the survey that I saw and I wanted to see if we could have it tabled for tonight so that my sister and I could have time to look at it.  Our property is not just across the street, we also own the part that goes on the side of this second house, the 122 that he’s talking about. So I would just like time to have it checked and make sure that it’s correct.

Mr. Clulee:  Ms. Schneider, you have a problem with the boundary lines?

Ms. Schneider:  Yes, I’m not sure.

Mr. Clulee:  Ok, but you did say that he’s done a good job, so let’s say something is wrong with the boundaries, that’s not going to be taken up here, that’s going to be between you and Mr. White and attorney’s and judges whatever.  We can vote this up or down tonight and it’s still not going to affect your boundary.

Ms. Schneider:  What his survey show and mine is different. Well in that case I have no problem.

Mr. Booth:  What we do is we zone the use of property, we don’t zone the boundary of that use.  We have a general outline of the boundary, but the legal boundary is held with the Clerk.  The Clerk takes care of the all the legal issues.  What we are going to do is solve Mr. White’s problems.  

Ms. Schneider:  Like I said, I just found out this evening.

Mr. Foster:  This is in my district and I have not had any negative comments about it.  You’re the first.

Ms. Schneider:  But it’s not a negative.

Mr. Foster:  But you are right the boundaries are not our concern.  Our concern is whether or not we want to resubdivide it.

Ms. Schneider:  I don’t have a problem with that. 

Mr. Booth: the public hearing is closed and we’ll call for the vote.
