Ritchie Friloux, 507 Bernard Avenue, Ama.  Mr. Friloux stated that he is not opposed to the request.  He’s and adjacent property owner and he’s trying to find out what’s going on.

Mr. Lambert received a request from Brian Fabre to approve conditionally on providing a drainage servitude between Lot 5 and 6 which will be created.  

Mr. Sellers stated that has never been a drainage ditch.  That was to take the outfall water out.  Never was a servitude.  There is no reason why he should give an additional ditch.  Mr. Sellers said that in the last 2 days someone has been trying to interrupt the procedure.  He stated that he wanted to take Mr. Fabre to show him.  He stated that he can’t give another ditch.  

Mr. Lambert stated that on the south side of 6 is where Fabre was requesting a servitude.  

Mr. Friloux stated the only concern was that the ditch was going to move closer to his property and he does not oppose to the request.

After no opposition, the public hearing was closed.

Mr. Lambert gave the Department’s recommendation for approval with waivers on the drainage impact analysis, cul de sac and street geometric standard.  Mr. Lambert stated that the proposed purchasers have signed off on the liability for the cell tower.
