Rev. Bolden stated that the location that is presently being used for a cemetery is almost full and that on numerous occasions, people have run into the cemetery with vehicles and damaged the tombs and the church has had to pay for the repairs.  Rev. Bolden then stated that the plan is to build a private cemetery and that it will meet all setbacks and that it will be fenced in.
