He stated that all business will be conducted in Jefferson and New Orleans. Materials will be delivered straight to the jobsite and he has a storage shed in New Orleans East that tools will be stored in. Nothing will be at his home.

Mark Degery 2400 Ormond Blvd., Destrehan, LA.  Nothing against the entrepreneurship.  The Ormond Civic Association is not anti-business, again this is a construction type home business.  We have had problems in the past with construction home business. 

Mr. Lambert stated that the Commission does reserve the right to revoke the home occupation if the applicant violates any of the provisions.

Mr. Bordner added that if you see the businesses getting out of hand, it’s important that you report them to the Planning and Zoning Department, because there is a process by which these applications can be revoked – it is a lengthy one, and it is a legal one, but it has to be accomplished.  Sometimes it can take up to 3 years to actually revoke one of these licenses, so it’s important that if people have complaints about a particular home occupation, that they bring them forward.  A lot of people are reluctant to do that because they don’t want to say something about their neighbor, but they will continue to let the neighborhood decrease if they do not.

Marilyn Richoux, 4 Stanton Hall Drive, Destrehan, LA.  Ms. Richoux referred to the process Mr. Lambert talked about.  She stated that it is true but it could take years.  So we have to be careful when we screen these that they will follow the regulations carefully.

The public hearing was closed.

Mr. Stevens stated that he did speak with all 4 of his surrounding neighbors and they were all for it.  He stated that he and his wife built their house one year ago and they love Destrehan. 

Mr. Romano stated that this is here for state licensing
