Ray Coleman, owner of 3C Riverside Properties.  Mr. Coleman gave a brief history of the property.  Wants to rezone from OL to M-2. The plant is powered by natural gas.  The closest resident is 3500 to 3600 feet away.  They are planning on tying into the Entergy System.

After no further opposition, the public hearing was closed.

Mr. Lambert gave the Department’s recommendation for approval.

Mr. DuRousseau stated that Mr. Landeche’s family sold the property for a gasoline plant.  The type of industry that is going in will enhance the area.

Mr. Wilson did get information on the plant.  Mr. Wilson applauded the applicants and Mr. Faucheux on doing a good job meeting the buffering requirement.  He echoed Mr. DuRousseau’s sentiments on Mr. Landeche’s objection.  Mr. Wilson asked for the Commission support.

Ms. Richoux expressed her support for this request.
