PZS-2001-01 requested by  Dan Montz, Jr. for resubdivision of Lots 4, 5, & 6, Square 6, New Sarpy Subdivision into Lot 6A, in Section 8, T12S R8E, St. Charles Parish, La.  Zoning District R-1A.  Council District 6.

Dan Montz, would like to take Lots 4, 5, and 6 and make Lot 6A.  He would like to build a house 1200 – 1400 sq. ft.  The house will be a rental unit.  For 65 years, they have maintained their property.  Asking for a waiver for the lot size to 4800 sq. ft.  The lots in that area are 80 ft. in depth.  

Mr. Wilson stated that this is consistent with what’s in the neighborhood.

George Poprick, 202 West Easy Street, New Sarpy.  Quite residential area.  Concerned about the impact of the drainage.  He will flood me and my other neighbor.  What plans does he have for the other 3 lots.  Where will the parking be.  

Mrs. James Dozier, 212 West Easy, adjoining property owner.  We have a drainage problem.  This will devaluate our property.  The have to elevate the property.  My house is on the ground. Ms. Dozier moved out of the city because she did not like living close to other people.

M/M Bergenthal, 234 West Easy Street, asked about the size of the house and the lot.  Concerned about the drainage.  Concerned about the increase in traffic.

Shirley Bordelon, Simmsport, Louisiana.

Mr. Lambert mentioned about the drainage.  Most of the neighborhood was developed before flood zones.  This particular lot is in an AE +9.  Whatever structure he puts there will have to be at NGVD +9.   

Mr. Montz’s rebuttal.  He has several pine trees on the land.  Naturally if I want to put a house, I have to have the trees cut.  They just don’t want a dwelling on the empty lot.  All I want to do is build on piers a 1200 sq. ft. house.  30 ft. wide by 40 ft. deep.  All parking is off street parking.  There will be a circular driveway for both lots.  

After no further opposition, the public hearing was closed.  

Mr. Lambert stated that the Department cannot make a recommendation because of the minimum lot size.

Mr. Babineaux stated that he has spoke with Mr. Montz and this is the only way he will be able to utilize his property.

Ms. Richoux asked if this was compatible.

Mr. Lambert said yes.
