Mr. Becnel:  PZHO-2008-26 requested by Jairo Aguilera for special permission to operate the following home occupation – “Aguilera Remodeling Company, LLC” – a painting, sheetrock installation and repair service.  The home occupation will be at 124 Stephen, St. Rose, La.  Zoning District R-1A.  Council District 5. Anyone wishing to speak in favor of this application, please come forward.

Angela & Jairo Aguilera, 124 Stephen St., St. Rose, La. We’re starting a home business for painting and sheetrock.  It will simply be a phone and fax machine at our home.  There will be no materials at the homesite.  There will be no employees coming to the home.  

Mr. Becnel:  Anyone else wishing to speak in favor, please come forward.  Anyone wishing to speak in opposition, please come forward.  Seeing none the public hearing is closed.  Ms. Stein.

Ms. Stein: Jario Aguilera completed an application to operate Aguilera Remodeling Company, LLC on October 24.  The request appears before the Commission because this type of work often requires licensing by the Louisiana State Licensing Board for Contractors:

·  Residential renovations valued from $7,500 to $75,000 require Home Improvement Registration.  

·  Residential renovation or new construction valued over $75,000 require a Residential Contractors’ License

·  Commercial renovations or new construction valued over $50,000 require a Commercial Contractors’ License 

The applicant has been advised that issuance of a Home Occupation permit does not negate restrictive covenants for the subdivision.

Site inspection on November 17 revealed no code violations; the proposed business appears to meet the general parameters of the home occupation regulations.  The department recommends approval. 

Mr. Becnel:  Keep in mind that the department will send out people on a periodic basis, so please make sure that this business remains as invisible as possible.  Please cast your vote.
