Mr. Booth:  Good Evening, the St. Charles Parish Planning and Zoning Board of Commissioners, October 6, 2011 will now come to order. Let’s stand for a moment of silence followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.  Thank you and be seated. My name is Billy Booth. This evening we welcome you to our meeting. We will call each item on the agenda and then our staff from the Zoning Department will give their analysis of that particular request and then we’ll open a public hearing for those who wish to speak for or against that particular request that we have at our hearing tonight.  Our first item on our agenda tonight is PZHO-2011-14 requested by Brad Hammill for special permission to operate the following home occupation – “Hammill Construction” – carpentry work.  The home occupation will be at 208 Bernard Ave., Ama, La. Zoning District R-1A. Council District 2.

Ms. Stein:  Thanks you Mr. Chair.  I guess that we should note that with 5 members present, applicants need a vote of 4, well they always need a vote of 4, for a positive recommendation when they go forward. If anyone has any reservations of the attendance then they can make a choice to request to table.  Mr. Hammill completed an application to operate Hammill Construction at his home on August 18.  The application appears before the Planning and Zoning Commission because the State Licensing Board for Contractors requires registration of any home improvement contractor if the value of any job exceeds $7,500.

The applicant has been advised that approval of a home occupation permit does not negate any restrictions on his property, such as restrictive covenants.  The complaint/inspection database does not contain any complaints or code violations for either the property or the applicant.

The request appears to meet the operational guidelines for a home occupation, so we recommend approval as presented.

Mr. Booth: Thank you Ms. Stein.  This is a public hearing for PZHO-2011-14 Brad Hammill for special permission to operate a home occupation, Hammill Construction.  Anyone here to speak in favor of the application?  Please step forward.  Is the applicant here tonight?  Will you come up and give us a brief overview of what your plans are at your home.  State your name and address for the record.

Mr. Booth:  You want to have a business from your home?

Mr. Hammill:  I need an occupational license to run the business that I’m running.  It’s not going to be out of my house though.

Mr. Booth:  So there won’t be any workers coming there or equipment stored there, no cars parked there.  

Mr. Hammill:  Just my truck.

Mr. Booth:  Thank you Sir.  Anyone else here to speak in favor of this application, please step forward.  Anyone here to speak in opposition to this application, step forward. Hearing none, the public hearing is closed.  Any questions or comments from the Commission?

Mr. Clulee:  Mr. Chairman, this is in my district and I don’t have a problem with this and I know Mr. Hammill so I appreciate your vote.

Mr. Booth:  Ok.  Any other comments or questions from the Commission?  Let’s cast our vote.
