Dear Mr. Lambert,

Thank you for your letter concerning the PZHO-2000-15 request by our neighbor, John Tolliver, Sr. for special permission to operate the home occupation – “Southside Mortgage Co., LLC.”  We are writing to oppose the request.

We are not in favor of having a business operated next door to our home.  Our main concerns are traffic, parking, noise, and property value.  Your letter and our phone conversation with the Planning and Zoning Department stated that the business will be operated solely by phone with no customers on site.  We worry that once permission is granted, this may not be the case.  Who will monitor this?  What can be done after the fact?  How will you be able to tell if cars that travel or park nearby are there for business or non business purposes?  Traffic on Stanton Hal is very heavy and noisy as it is.  We do not need a business operating on our street to make conditions worse.  Finally, what will this do to our property value?  We did not build our home in Ormond so that we could live next door to a mortgage company or any other type of business.
