[bookmark: _GoBack]PZHO-2013 requested by Myrtle Palmer  for special permission to operate “Food4dasoul, LLC,” a food truck, as a home occupation at 403 Ormond Blvd, Destrehan, LA.  Zoning District R-1B. Council District 3. Ms. Stein.

Ms. Stein: Thank you Mr. Chair. Ms. Palmer completed an application for a food truck back in August. She requested to table last month. Her request is before you because of the need for a permit to operate a year round mobile food service from the Department from the Department of Health and Hospitals and that has already been issued and it’s in your agenda on page 4. Mobile vendors will not be permitted to set up on St. Charles Parish streets. Locations on private property in St. Charles Parish may be possible upon completion of a change of use permit at this location, but at this time, the food truck is permitted to operate at locations in New Orleans. The completed application for a home occupation shows that the business owner agrees to the operational regulations for home occupations.  She has been informed that zoning compliance and a permit for a home based business does not negate any restrictive covenants on the property. The department recommends Approval with the following stipulation:
The food trailer must be parked out of view from either street (Elmwood Drive and Ormond Boulevard) at all times.

Mr. Gibbs: Thank you Ms. Stein. This is a public hearing for PZHO-2013-13 is there anyone in the audience to speak in favor or against? Is the applicant here? Would you care to step up and give us a brief overview of what your plan is?

Myrtle Palmer, 403 Ormond Blvd. Destrehan. My plan is to use the truck for special events. Right now I’m permitted for special events in the city. 

Mr. Gibbs: We do wish you luck with that. This is in my district and I run by your house every single morning and occasionally we do see the truck there, but it’s not parked there on a regular basis. So I don’t think there will ever be an issue and I do ask you all for your support on this. Any other questions? 

Mr. Frangella: Referring to not being able parked, how do you plan to meet that requirement, that it cannot be visible from any street? 
Mr. Gibbs: Ms. Palmer where do you park your food truck all of the time?

Ms. Palmer: In the back.

Mr. Gibbs: It’s just rarely ever visible. I think when they clean it or something, but it’s always in the back. Well we wish you luck. Thank you. This is a public hearing for PZHO-2013-13, is there anyone else to speak in favor or against? 

Pam Palmer, 76 Dunleith Drive, Destrehan, La. I’ve known Ms. Palmer for over 20 years and I know that she has a desire for cooking and the love of cooking and she is very respectful of the parish laws and she will abide by everything that you will request her to do.
