PZHO-2008-10 requested by Brennen Friloux and Melissa Perret for special permission to operate the following home occupation – “These Are The Moments Photography” – a photography business.  The home office will be at 123 Wanda Street, Luling, La.  Zoning District R-1A.  Council District 7.

Melissa Perret, 123 Wanda Street, Luling.  She introduced her fiancé Brennen Friloux.  Ms. Perret stated that they are asking for special permission to operate a photography business out of their home address at 123 Wanda Street, Luling.  The business will be operated by appointment only and have one or two customers at a time.  There will be no advertising outside of the home and they understand that they cannot have chemicals at the house and they get the pictures developed out of a lab in Kenner.  The viewing of the pictures will be done on the website.

The public hearing was closed.

Ms. Stein gave the department’s recommendation for approval with the following stipulations that (1) no photo processing occur at the home studio and (2) the Department of Wastewater is authorized to request and make inspection of the home studio.

Mr. Clulee stated that he doesn’t have a problem with that she already said that she’s going to do the developing in Kenner.

Mr. Becnel asked how many people do you expect?  We have a concern about the number of clients that may come at a time.  This is on my street so I will be watching it very closely.  We have enough people in violation in Mimosa Park and throughout the parish as well, not suggesting that you will be in violation but the spirit of a home office or home occupation needs to be completely transparent, there needs to be no evidence that any sort of business activity at that home.

Ms. Perret agreed with everything that Mr. Becnel said and she would like to say that no more than two people will show up at the house, but if I do photograph a child, then maybe the mother and the father comes, I want to make sure that I go on record to say that.
