Minutes


Our first piece of business will be PZHO-2010-02 requested by Craig Connor, Jr. for special permission to operate the following home occupation – “Sparkles Mobile Detailing” a mobile automobile detailing business.  The home occupation will be at 93D Carriage Lane, Destrehan, La. Zoning District R-3. Council District 3.  

Ms. Stein:  Thanks Mr. Chair.  Mr. Connor began an application to use his residence as the office for Sparkles Mobile Detailing in 2009.  In order to permit any kind of exterior vehicle washing activity, an “Exterior Vehicle Wash Wastewater General Permit” is required in compliance with the Louisiana Pollutant Discharge Elimination System enforced by the Department of Environmental Quality.  The request appears before the Commission because of that requirement.

Mr. Connor received his LPDES permit on November 25, 2009.  It’s designed the amount of pollutants that get washed off into the drainage system and into the wetland.  He is required to report the waste discharges to DEQ and renew that permit annually.  

We did a site inspection revealed no apparent code violations, and no complaints or code violations are on file.  The applicant has been advised that issuance of a Home Occupation permit does not negate restrictive covenants for the subdivision.  The proposed business appears to meet the general parameters of the home occupation regulations.  So we recommend approval.

Mr. Gibbs:  Do we have anyone in the audience that would like to speak in favor of this detailing business?  Come forward please.  State your name and address.

Craig Connor, Jr., 93 Carriage Lane, Destrehan, La.  I’ve applied for a detailing shop. It’s a mobile detailing.  I’m really excited about opening this detailing business in St. Charles Parish.  It’s my first time. I plan to abide by all the rules and the regulations that St. Charles Parish wants me to.  I am going to be running the business with my fiancé, she’s going to take care of the business aspect of getting clientele.  I would be doing the job.  We’re not going to have employees, we starting out small and I would be doing most of the work myself, until the business progress further on. I will be most grateful if you would allow me to operate in St. Charles Parish with this business.

Mr. Gibbs:  Commission members have any questions or concerns?

Mr. Clulee:   (Jokingly) This has nothing to do with BP oil or nothing? 

Mr. Connor:  No sir.  That’s a real big job, that’s a clean up job, I would not be able to handle that.

Mr. Gibbs:  I know it’s mobile, but are you going to do any detailing at your home?

Mr. Connor:  No sir.

Mr. Gibbs:  You’re going onsite.

Mr. Connor:  It’s going to be onsite, by reservations.  Nothing is going to be stored or anything like that.  We’re starting off small and the supplies are going to be limited to what I can carry in my vehicle.
