Modification of Preliminary Plat for Legend Oaks, a resubdivision of Lots 889-A-1-A, 889-A-1-B and 889-A-1-C of the Sunset Drainage District in Section 34, T14S R20E, St. Charles Parish, La.

· Purpose of Requested Action:

To create Parcel A and Parcel B as non-conforming parcels.

SITE – SPECIFIC INFORMATION
· Size of Parcel:

25.599 acres

· Existing Land Use:

Vacant 

· Existing Zoning:

R-1A

· Surrounding Land Uses and Zoning:

R-1A(M) zoning and uses to the west and north; W zoning with vacant uses to the east; R-1A zoning and uses to the south; and R-1A(M) zoning with a cemetery use to the southeast.

· Comprehensive Plan Specifications:

“Maintain the rural and agricultural character while encouraging controlled residential growth and limiting commercial/industrial growth.”

· Utilities:

Standard utilities will serve site.

· Floodplain Information:

X; non-flood hazard area.
· Traffic Analysis:

Proposed development will extend Luke and Shamrock Drives to access 51 residential lots.  With no roads developed east of the site, traffic must access Hwy 90 via Bayou Guache Road (LA 306) or WPA Road (LA 632).

ANALYSIS
Applicant requests modification to the Preliminary Plat of Legend Oaks with waivers to the requirement of geometric standards to create non-conforming Parcel A and Parcel B.  It is the Department's understanding that Parcel A will be reserved for infrastructure improvements like a sewer lift station if necessary and that Parcel B will be used as a right of passage servitude for Sunset Cemetery.

Details of the waiver request are outlined in a letter dated March 19, 2003.  As per precendent,  Preliminary Plat was accepted with no sidewalk servitude indicated in the streets right of way; therefore, no waiver is required.

Modifications require a supporting resolution by the Parish council.
