Mr. Gibbs:  Next on the agenda PZHO-2012-04 requested by John Leze, III for special permission to operate the following home occupation – “Dixie Shoring & Construction, LLC” – a general contracting company. The home based business will be at 221 Riverwood Dr., St. Rose. Zoning District R-1A. Council District 5. Ms. Stein.

Ms. Stein:  Thank you Mr. Chair. Mr. Leze wishes to use his residence as the domicile for a general contractor.  The application appears before the Planning and Zoning Commission because of the need for licensure by the State Licensing Board for Contractors. The applicant has been advised that issuance of a Home Occupation permit does not negate restrictive covenants for a subdivision when they exist.  The proposed business appears to meet the operational guidelines of the home occupation regulations.  So we recommend approval.
