PZS-2007-52 requested by Paul J. Hogan for resubdivision of Lot X-1-A, Dixieland Subdivision, into Lots X-1-A1, X-1-A2, X-1-A3, X-1-A4, X-1-A5, in Section 6, T12S R7E, St. Charles Parish, La.  Zoning District R-1A.  Council 6.

Dana Frickey, 111 Peter Street, Paradis.  He stated that Mr. Hogan had a last minute emergency and he asked that Mr. Frickey represent him.  Mr. Frickey stated that Mr. Hogan purchased the lot through the recent Parish auction.  He stated that the property is land locked.  He wants to do five lots to extend the lots of the persons on Thoroughbred Avenue.  

Mr. Bordner stated that before Mr. Hogan left the area he did speak to him about  the request.  He stated that it’s very similar to what was done down on River Road and a number of areas where the property is acquired, it’s landlocked, it’s going to be sold and only can be sold to the residents that are in front of that area. 

Mr. Booth stated that this was also done in Oak Manor in St. Rose. There is no use for the land and you get better land use by doing this.

Mr. Poche stated that none of them have frontage.

Ms. Stein stated that all lots are non conforming.  

Mr. Poche asked Ms. Stein if there is any particular verbiage to be used for the resubdivision or can they be accepted as they are.

Ms. Stein stated that a waiver from the required area and width would be required.
