	Minutes
Mr. Gibbs:  First item on the agenda, PZHO-2012-01 requested by Chad M Worth for special permission to operate the following home occupation – “Worth Enterprises, LLC” – selling and transferring small fire arms via internet. The home based business will be located at 102 Judy Ct., Montz. Zoning District R-1A. Council District 6. Ms. Stein.

Ms. Stein:  Thank you Mr. Chairman.  Mr. Chad Worth completed his application to use his residence as the domicile address for a firearms dealer on November 18.
The request appears before the Commission because of the need for licensing by the Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco, Firearms, and Explosives.  We did contact the Sheriff and requested an opinion as to whether a firearms dealer in a residential area would be okay and the Sheriff did not reply with an objection.  The Federal Firearms license is very stringent and requires an intense background check. We approved a couple of these in the last few years.  We’ve checked with those applicants, both are up and running and have no problems and no complaints from the neighborhood.  So we do recommend approval the same way that we’ve recommended approval of the last two firearms dealers with 1.  A stipulation that the applicant first obtain the required federal license prior to obtaining an occupational license, so that process would be zoning compliance from this body and the Parish Council. He would use that for his federal firearms license and then come back to us so we can clear him to get his occupational license 2.  A stipulation that no transfer of firearms occur at the residence at any time. 3. Approval contingent upon the stipulations.
Mr. Gibbs:  Any questions from the Commission?
Mr. Clulee:  Mr. Perry this is in your district and Mr. Chairman, do we have to vote on the stipulations or can we just vote on the whole thing with the stipulations, Ms. Marousek?
Ms. Marousek:  You can vote, if you’re on agreement on the stipulations on approval with the stipulations as expressed.
Mr. Booth:  One vote.
Mr. Gibbs: One vote.
Mr. Perry:  I’d like to make mention to the fact that this is in my district. I have been in this neighborhood extensively, I’ve heard from no one in the area with any complaints about this application.  This appears to me to be a virtual business.  In other words, I don’t think any goods would be traded from the place of residence.  It will simply be a clearinghouse as I understand it. 
Mr. Gibbs:  this is opened for a public hearing. PZHO-2012-01 is there anyone here to speak in favor?  
My name is Chad Worth with Worth Enterprises, it’s basically like it was said earlier, it’s going to be a clearinghouse, there is not going to be anybody coming to the house to pick up firearms, fire firearms, no advertising, it’s mainly for record keeping, to purchase them and sell them online. That’s pretty much it.

Mr. Gibbs:  I have one question. Your customers will ask you to order these firearms online and then you’ll have them shipped to their residence?

Mr. Worth:  What going to happen, I can purchase from a distributor and then I can sell online auctions such as GunBroker.com, GunsofAmerica.com, but for me to purchase from the distributor I have to have the firearms license.  I would pick the gun up from the distributor, there’s one in Baton Rouge, I would pick it up there, sell it online, keep it in my possession, which at my home I have a safe and my home is monitored with an alarm. Once that auction is over with and I have a winning bid, then I would ship that UPS, insured to another FFL if it is out of state, which would transfer it to that customer.  

Mr. Gibbs:  Do you anticipate ever having an arsenal of firearms at your home at any point?  

Mr. Worth:  No sir.

Mr. Booth:  Is your home alarm monitored by Central Station? 

Mr. Worth:  Yes sir, it’s monitored by Angle Security.

Mr. Booth: They have direct contact by telephone with the Sheriff’s Department in case of a problem?

Mr. Worth:  Yes sir.

Mr. Booth:  Now what classification is the safe you’ll keep these in?
Mr. Worth: It’s going to be a Liberty gun safe, I have pictures.

Mr. Booth:  I’m familiar with the Liberty.

Mr. Worth:  Liberty Lincoln 50

Mr. Booth: Good

Mr. Worth:  90 minutes fire rating, even my personal guns are in that safe and I keep them locked up. If someone breaks in the house, they are going to have a heck of a time getting in the safe.

Mr. Booth: I agree. Thank you sir.

Mr. Gibbs:   Any other questions?  Thank you Mr. Worth. Is there anyone to speak against PZHO-2012-01?  Seeing none, cast your vote.
