PZS-2011-01 requested by River Road Real Estate for resubdivision of one lot into three: Lots UM-1B-1, UM-1B-2 and UM-1B-3 in a  portion of Fairview Plantation located at 10016 River Road, St. Rose with waivers from the required lot frontage on an improved public street. Zoning District M-1. Council District 5.
Ms. Stein: The applicant request resubdivision of one large lot which actually is developed with three structures into 3 lots such that each lot will have one of those structures on it. 

We’re assuming the lot that is on river road the front of the lot now will continue to have street frontage on river road so there requesting a waiver for the two lots that are to the north so if you look at the aerials we’ll be looking at on the map clear as day. Each proposed lot exceeds the aerial requirements for both the M-1 zoning district and for the installation of an individual sewer treatment plant; there is no community sewer available to this property. With regard to the width, the required width of each of the lots, the proposed lots UM 1 B 2  and UM 1 B 3  do not have frontage on an approved public street. In order to address the needs of transportation and utility access to each of these proposed lots the applicant has proposed servitude for ingress/egress over an existing hard surface driveway. By the time we were writing the report we had requested that instead of just using the existing concrete that’s developed why not just extend that servitude all the way to the property line to improve access by large vehicles it prevents unfortunate things like people building too close to the servitude and the applicant completed that request we got a plat that shows that so we do recommend approval with just one stipulation that the parish council consider a waiver from the requirement for frontage on an improved public street for proposed lot UM 1 B 2 and UM 1 B 3. So it does require a waiver but we got the servitude we thought was appropriate. 

Mr. Booth: Thank you Ms. Stein. This is a public hearing for PZS-2011-01 of River Road Real Estate re subdivision of one lot into three lots someone hear to speak in favor of that particular application please step forward sir and state your name and address for the record please.
Mr. Johns: Gregory Johns 5100 Wilson Dr. Met. La   The reason we’re applying for this is basically right now we’re in the process of trying to sell the property, we can only sell it to one buyer. As it stands, by breaking it down into three parts we feel we can get a buyer for the middle and the back who will develop the property and really create an improved site. As I’ve spoken to Mr. Cochran before we already, we did own the property adjacent right there in Jefferson Parish and we sold that to Cannon Construction and they are developing the property  so in that little section you’re getting a new influx of some buildings. So we feel this will just enhance the overall property.
Mr. Booth: Ok, any questions by any council? Ok commission? Ok Thank you. Anyone else here to speak in favor of this particular application please step forward. Anyone to oppose this application please step forward. Yes Sir, would you state your name and address for the record.

Mr. Macedo: Luiz Macedo 4809 Deercreek Dr. Ponchatoula, La 
Mr. Booth: Yes Sir, and your opposition

Mr. Macedo: I own the property next door, I own 8 acres right next door and I think it would be definitely good for them to sub divide the property maybe to two but not into three because dividing three I don’t know how they gonna improve the property and be able to sell to two other property owners, middle building that’s in very poor shape so unless they improve the property before they sell. Would be very hard unless I would not oppose if one of the neighbors either myself which I not sure what they gonna be asking for the back property yet or the neighbor on the Jefferson side would be willing to by the back property and then would be ok, with that it would be okay.
Mr. Booth: Thank you Sir Anyone else here to speak in opposition? Ok, Mr. Johns could you come back I have a couple of questions for you? Can you address the concerns about the condition of that 2nd warehouse where they keep the carnival floats?

Mr. Johns:  Ok well as I explained to ya’ll before the present tenant in there has expressed an interest in buying that building. We can’t sell it to him as it is right now. Once he has said that if he could buy the building he would refurbish the building. So this is one of the things we’re working on. 

Mr. Booth: Ok

Mr. John: So for that if we would sell that to him Um, we have already entered in some discussion with Mr. Luiz he’s expressed an interest in the back we would certainly you know proceed with talking to him about that. So I believe we pretty much have that addressed where that won’t be a problem.

Mr. Booth: Ok Sir, any other question from the committee?

Mr. Clulee: I have one for Ms. Stein..

Mr. Booth: Yes

Mr. Clulee: You said that right of way will avoid you to kinda widening that out or something?
Ms. Stein: Yea the plots that the applicant brought tonight show a wider, the servitude that’s on page 25 in you agenda is the existing driveway, what we asked the applicant to do is just take the servitude all the way East to the property line which they’ve done.

Mr. Clulee: So what that’s gonna do is open it up for more bigger vehicles and open up for him to sell.

Ms Stein: Better excess to

Mr. Booth: Ok any other questions, Thank you Mr. Johns Ok This the vote for PZS-2011-01 with the stipulations that the back two lots that the drawing that we have will have this improved servitude driveway and that if we recommend this that we would recommend that the council waive that frontage problem that is caused by this subdivision. Let’s call for the vote.
