Mr. Gibbs:  Next on the agenda PZHO-2012-02 requested by Daryl J. Grush for special permission to operate the following home occupation – “Aces Over, Inc.” – home office for video poker machines. The home based business will be located at 25 Ormond Trace, Destrehan. Zoning District R-1B. Council District 3. Ms. Stein.

Ms. Stein: Thank you Mr. Chair. Mr. Grush wishes to relocate Aces Over, Inc., from its current domicile in Metairie where William Grush, Sr. as the Director, to Mr. Grush’s residence.  The company owns two video poker machines that operate at different locations in Jefferson and Orleans Parishes.  The request appears before the Commission because of the need for a “Device-Owner’s License” from the Video Gaming Division of LA State Police.  We checked with the Video Gaming Division who said that a Device-Owner’s License requires a ‘warehouse’. So anybody who owns video poker machines have to have a place to put them, it’s not uncommon for that place to be their own garage, so it’s acceptable to Video Gaming Division. It doesn’t at all indicate that the home will ever be a location for video poker to be operated.  That will not be permitted by the state or the zoning ordinance. So the warehouse has to be able to store all devices owned by the device owner and the warehouse can be any location including a residential garage. The Video Gaming Division will inspect the location to ensure it meets all of their requirements. That’s why the request appears before you, we don’t see any problems with it so we recommend approval. 
Mr. Gibbs:  Thank you Ms. Stein.  This is a public hearing on PZHO-2012-02. Is there anyone here to speak in favor?  

Daryl Grush speaking for Aces Over. It was a business that my dad owned and he’s actually transferring the business over to me. Basically it’s two different locations, one in Jefferson Parish and one in Orleans. It’s 6 machines total, 3 at one location and 3 at the other. It’s never been since Aces Over has been in existence at the warehouse, it’s always been at those two locations. It’s basically for record keeping, it’s not going to be posted signs or trucks coming back and forward. At that location, they can bring the machines to the house until they are set for another location. Basically that’s it, it’s basically for record keeping. 

Mr. Gibbs:  I’d have to assume you’d never want them in your garage anyway. 

Mr. Grush: No sir.

Mr. Gibbs:  Any questions from the Commission?  Thank you Mr. Grush. Anyone to speak against PZHO-2012-02.  This is in my area, very close to my home, I’ve driven by there, there shouldn’t be any issues, it’s a nice home. Again, I don’t believe these machines will last very long in the garage, but everything should be fine. I ask for the approval.  Cast your vote.
