[bookmark: _GoBack]Mr. Gibbs: Next item on the agenda is PZHO-2012-14 requested by Bruce Kilmer for special permission to operate the following home occupation at 23 Belle Helene Dr., Destrehan – “Big Easy Guns Works, LLC” – internet sale of guns. Zoning District R-1B. Council District 3.

Ms. Stein: Thank you Mr. Chair. Mr. Kilmer completed his application to use his residence as the domicile address for a firearms dealer way back on August 1, he got held up for Isaac.  The request appears before the Commission because of the need for licensing by the Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco, Firearms, and Explosives. We had a conversation with Mr. Kilmer about the stipulation that we generally place of gun sales and have that sometimes put that home based gun dealers in a catch 22 with their federal firearm license and he got in touch with the federal firearms folks and you can see his description of his business on page 4 and that describes how that is going to deal with that whole issue. So we advised him of the stipulation that guns not be transferred at the residence, which is what we have to do under parish law, we don’t let a jewelry dealer sell at their house, it’s not a showroom, it’s the house, and the conflict that arises between that local stipulation and the way the Federal Firearms License requires transfers to take place. He’s resolved that issue. We did get one call from a neighboring resident, we have not been able to contact her. 

We recommend approval with the 
1. 	A stipulation that the applicant obtain an occupational license and supply the Planning Zoning Department with a copy of the approved federal firearms dealers license.

2.  	A stipulation that no transfer of firearms occur at the residence at any time.

Mr. Gibbs: Thank you Ms. Stein. This is a public hearing for PZHO-2012-14 is there anyone in the audience to speak in favor? Is the applicant here? State your name and your address please.

Bruce Kilmer, 23 Belle Helene, Destrehan, La. 

Mr. Gibbs: Thank you Mr. Kilmer. Any Commission members have any questions?

Mr. Clulee: Mr. Kilmer you okay with the stipulations at this time?

Mr. Kilmer: Yes sir.

Mr. Clulee: Yes sir.

Mr. Gibbs: I have one quick question, do you have any firearms for sale on the premises?

Mr. Kilmer: No.

Mr. Gibbs: And you won’t correct?

Mr. Kilmer: Correct, it will be strictly on line.

Mr. Gibbs: Thank you Mr. Kilmer, anybody else? Anyone in the audience to speak against PZHO-2012-14?  State your name and your address please?

I’m Susan Green and I live at 22 Belle Helene. I’m not sure that this is so much against as I wouldn’t have mind, I just want the reassurance that guns will not be transferred at the home. That is the primary concern and interest. Is there anyway that I can verify or have something that states that also.

Mr. Gibbs: I think Ms. Stein may have something for you right there. Is there anyone else in the audience to speak against the item before us?  Seeing none.

Mr. Booth: Mr. Chairman to make sure the stipulations are in the vote, we’re voting on the stipulations of the applicant obtain the occupational license and supply the copy to Planning & Zoning and supply the Planning Zoning Department with a copy of the approved federal firearms dealers license and also the stipulation that no transfer of firearms will happen at this residence or this occupational license will be revoked. That’s the way I understand this and that’s what we’re voting on?

Mr. Gibbs: That’s my understanding as well.

Mr. Booth: Thank you sir.

Mr. Gibbs: The public hearing is closed. Commission members cast your vote.
