PZHO-2008-17 requested by Monique Aucoin for special permission to operate the following home occupation – “Oaks A/C & Heating, LLC” – an a/c and heating business.  The home occupation will be at 220 Oak Street, St. Rose, La. Zoning District R-1A.  Council District 5. 

Monique Aucoin, 220 Oak St., St. Rose, La.  I am here to ask permission to operate my air conditioning and heating business from home.  There will be no customers coming to the home, there will be one company vehicle parked there.  The home will be strictly used for office work, such as phone calls, computer work and things like that.  There will be no materials store there.  It’s just strictly for office work and use for the company vehicle being parked there.

Mr. Becnel:  Any Commission questions?  Anyone else here to speak in favor of this application please come forward.  Anyone here to speak in opposition to this, please come forward.  Seeing none the public hearing is closed.

Mr. Romano:  The applicant completed an application for a home occupation on 23 May to operate Oaks A/C & Heating, LLC.  The operational guidelines were initialed and the applicant was advised that the issuance of a home occupation permit does not negate the restrictive covenants.  The request appeared before the Planning & Zoning Commission because such a business generally requires licensure from the Louisiana State Licensing Board for Contractors.  Site inspection on June 25 revealed no apparent code violations and the proposed business appears to meet the general perimeters of the home occupation regulations.  The Department recommends approval.
