[bookmark: _GoBack]PZHO-2014-01 requested by Ronald Gilmore, III for special permission to operate the following home occupation – “Gilmore’s Air Conditioning & Heating” – and a/c and heating business. The home office will be at 126 Pine St., Des Allemands. Zoning District R-1A. Council District 4. Ms. Stein.

Ms. Stein: Thank you Mr. Chair. Mr. Gilmore wishes to use his residence as the domicile for an air conditioning and heating contractor.  His completed application indicates an understanding of the operational regulations for a home based business, and he’s been advised of the particular types of impacts a building or trade contractor can inadvertently have when it’s office is in a residential neighborhood.  

The application appears before the Planning and Zoning Commission because of the need for licensure by the State Licensing Board for Contractors when the value of any job is $10,000 or greater.  While Mr. Gilmore does not anticipate getting jobs of that value for some time, he wants follow the processes required for his business to grow.

The Environmental Protection Agency through LA DEQ requires monitors people working with refrigerants/coolants (EPA Section 608 Certification).  Mr. Gilmore indicates he’s been certified for several years.  

The applicant has been advised that issuance of a Home Occupation permit does not negate restrictive covenants for a subdivision when they exist.  The proposed business appears to meet the general parameters of the home occupation regulations.  The Department recommends approval.
