PZS-2006-05 requested by Chevron USA for resubdivision of Lots 91, 93, 95, & 97 of the Ranson Tract, Coteau De France into Lots 91A, 91B, 93A, 93B, 93C, 95A, 95B, 95C, 95D, 97A, and 97B (11 lots); situated in Section 39, T14S, R20E. Des Allemands, St. Charles Parish, LA. Zoning District M-1. Council District 4.

PZS-2006-06 requested by Chevron USA for resubdivision of Lots 751 thru 757 of the Sunset Drainage District into Lots A thru Z, AA thru DD and Remainder of Lot 751 thru Remainder of Lot 757 (44 lots); situated in Sections 38 and 39, T14S, R20E, township of Paradis, St. Charles Parish, LA. Zoning District R-1AM. Council District 4.

PZS-2006-07 requested by Chevron USA for resubdivision of Lots 77, 79, 81, and 83 into Lots 77A, 79A, 79B, 79C, 81A, 81B, 81C, 81D, 83A, 83B, 83C, and 83D (12 Lots); situated in Section 39, T14S-R20E. Des Allemands, St. Charles Parish, LA. Zoning District R-1AM. Council District 4.

Mr. Bordner stated that on PZS-2006-07 that Lot 77 into Lot 77-A should not be considered in the request.

John Munroe, representing Chevron, 1500 Louisiana Street, Houston TX spoke for the request.  Mr. Munroe stated that Chevron would like to take the larger tracts into smaller lots.  The smaller lots have tenants.  If this is approved, Chevron is planning on selling to the current tenants.

Mr. Bordner stated that if you look in the corner of the first lot in the corner it appears to stick out into the road, it has been corrected.

Mr. Poche asked if that was the only change

Mr. Munroe stated yes.

Mr. Bordner stated that he sat down with the people with Chevron and all the discrepancies have been corrected.

Speaking in favor:
Rosemary Riley, 16515 Old Spanish Trail when the man surveyed the land, she stated that he did not mark off where her mother lives.  

Mr. Munroe clarified that it was on JB Green North, Lot 93B, second lot from the south end.  He stated that there is a concern where the surveyors stake landed.  Those are preliminary markers.  Those were points of reference, not final stakes on the plats.  

Speaking in opposition:

The public hearing was closed.

Mr. Romano stated that the department cannot give the recommendation on PZS-2006-05 that they will require waivers.  The revised plats indicate all changes requested by the Planning Department except for the softening of the curve.  Mr. Romano stated that Lot 95A the waivers are for minimum 50 ft. requirement for R-1A(M) Zoning.  

Mr. Matherne stated that the property is zoned M-1, but at the next meeting the Planning Department will have a rezoning request for R-1AM.  He stated until the lots actually exists, he can’t rezone it.  

Mr. Poche asked if the property abutting would be compatible.

Mr. Matherne stated it is now.  

Mr. Poche stated 97A also needs the waiver.  He stated that he needs a motion to accept with the stipulation.

Mr. Bordner wanted to come up with the exact lot that Ms. Riley is referring to.  

Mr. Munroe stated that all the names may not match the names on the plat.

Mr. Bordner motioned for a favorable vote with the waiver of frontage and drawing requirements for Lot 97A, second by Ms. Charles,

Mr. Romano could not recommend approval because of waivers.  Everything in the previous case applies here.  There are waivers to minimum frontage and square footage.  

Mr. Bordner stated that the waiver would be for road widths, they are currently being maintained by the parish, but they are substandard.  

Mr. Matherne stated that the lines are drawn along existing lease lines.  There are a few that are a bit odd.

Mr. Romano clarified that all the lots meet the minimum width for R-1AM zoning.  Z, Y & X need waivers in that they do not front a hard surface street.  

Mr. Bordner stated that there is a 20 ft. right of way. Lot Y will have more than the required amount.  Lot X will have enough frontage.

Mr. Poche stated that the only waiver will be on Lot Z.

Mr. Romano consulted public works and the road is substandard and the parish does not want to accept it.

Mr. Poche corrected and said that the waivers are needed on Lots X, Y and Z.

Mr. Bordner motioned to waive hard surface frontage on Z, Y and X, second by Ms. Charles.
