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[bookmark: OLE_LINK1][bookmark: OLE_LINK2]Mr. Booth:  The next order of business PZR-2011-03 requested by Courtney Mongrue d/b/a Pier 90 for a change in zoning classification from W-1 to R-1M behind 10093 Hwy. 90, Luling. Council District 2.

Mr. Romano:  This is a request to rezone a site adjacent to and behind Pier 90 from W-1 to R-1M for the purpose of developing an RV park. Approximately one half of the site exists as a gravel parking lot for those launching boats from the adjacent boat launch.

Recommendation for rezoning approval only requires that applications meet one of three criteria listed above. The Department has concluded that this application meets the second criteria for rezoning.

Based on the latest counts of average daily traffic taken from the nearest LA DOTD count stations on US 90, the zoning change and potential resulting land use change should not create undue congestion or impacts to traffic. At the count station west of the site, near the Davis Diversion, the count was approximately 18,400. At the count station east of the site, near the landfills in Jefferson Parish, the count was slightly higher—approximately 21,700. This higher count is likely the result of garbage trucks entering and exiting the landfills, mostly those from Orleans and Jefferson Parishes. Elsewhere on US 90, particularly in Boutte and near I-310, the counts are greater than 30,000 vehicles. Therefore, additional vehicular capacity exists along this stretch of Hwy. 90.

The minimum lot size for R-1M sites is 2 acres. The applicant proposes 6 acres. This leaves adequate area  for other required uses and for meeting required setbacks. Land or building usage would also complement the current usage since customers in RV’s can also launch boats at the site. Since there are no R-1M developments within 5 miles of the site and the surroundings are sparsely developed, an increase in land use intensity impacts are few and an oversupply of those types of land uses are not an issue in this case.

It should be noted that even though the site is zoned W-1, it exists as a previously impacted area.  Upon permitting, the applicant will be required to meet all state and federal regulations that may apply due to any wetland restrictions on the subject property.

The Department recommends approval.

Mr. Booth:  This is a public hearing for PZR-2011-03. Anyone to speak in favor of this particular application, would you please step forward.  Sir if you could state your name and address for the record and tell us what you will be doing there.

George Garcia, I’m the manager of Pier 90 and I do reside there.  

Mr. Booth:  Tell us a little something about it.

Mr. Garcia:  My boat launch customer’s have been asking about putting in a facility for the last 3-5 years. I just something that I think we need and it’s a good time to try and go ahead with it. 

Mr. Booth:  Thank you sir.  Anyone else here to speak in favor?  Anyone to speak in opposition, seeing none, the public hearing is closed. Any questions by the Commission?

Mr. Foster:  How many spaces would be in that trailer park?

Mr. Garcia:  We’ll try to put 10-15.

Mr. Foster:  Not 70 or 80, it’s just a few.

Mr. Booth:  So 10-15 spaces.  Any other questions?  At this time we’ll call for the vote.

Mr. Booth:  And that passes with the required 4 votes with Mr. Clulee, Mr. Johnson and Mr. Galliano being absent tonight.  Mr. Garcia, the Council will meet on February 21 and you need to be there and tell them what you want to do and they have the final approval.
