That pursuant to the above related ordinance, the Parish of St. Charles, through its governing authority, the St. Charles Parish Council, does hereby abandon and revoke the dedication of an undeveloped Portion of Travis Street, said portion of road being situated in a northwesterly direction from an intersection of Red Gros Lane and located in Section 39, Township 14 South, Range 20 East, between Lots 10 and 1, measuring fifty feet in width by a depth of 72.5’ along Lots 10 and 1 as indicated on a survey by R.P. Bernard. PLS, and dated December 18, 2000 (attached hereto and made a part of); that the revocation of the above dedicated property herein is deemed to be in the best interest of the Parish, as such property no longer constitutes property utilized or needed by the Public.


Further, that pursuant to LA R.S. 48-701 et seq, the revocation of the dedicated property shall be made unto the present owners of the land contiguous thereto, as indicated on a survey by R.P. Bernard, PLS and dated December 18, 2000.
