Creation of Lots K-1A, K-1B, K-1C, and K-1D.

Appendix A, Zoning Ordinance, Section VI. (as amended)

[I.] O-L. Open Land District:

2. Spatial requirements

a.
Minimum lot size shall be 20,000 square feet; minimum width-50-feet.

c. Special Permit uses and structures include the following:


(8)
Any structure or use permitted under Subsection 1. a, items (1) through (9) may be permitted on a lot or property without frontage by the Planning Commission provided that a permanent Right of Passage to access the structure or use is recorded into the deed of the property and filed with the Clerk of Court.

Appendix C, Subdivision Ordinance, Section I. B. Definitions.

Family. The term "family" is described as those relationships that are encompassed with the first degree of consanguinity and are to include parents and children, grandparents, brothers and sisters, aunts and uncles and first cousins.

Family plot. Property owned by a single family for a minimum of twenty (20) years. The development of this property shall be for the exclusive development and use of immediate members of that family and shall not exceed fifteen (15) parcels with a minimum size of ten thousand (10,000) square feet. The parcels can be developed without street frontage serviced by an access driveway. No parish services will be provided to residences of a family plot in the way of streets or maintenance, water, lighting or sewerage.


ANALYSIS
The applicants are requesting to subdivide a tract of land approximately 13.92 acres in size into 4 lots for a family subdivision. This proposal qualifies for consideration under the requirements of a Family Plot subdivision as it has been owned by the same family for at least 20 years. All lots meet the requirements of OL zoning and each lot exceeds the minimum square foot requirements.

The site is located next to and to the rear of the Ama Post Office. The site is currently served by a meandering shell driveway but a servitude for ingress and egress is indicated on the submitted plat that provides access to all lots. As indicated in the applicable regulations, no Parish services will be provided to residences in the way of streets, maintenance, water, lighting, or sewerage. Persons developing and residing in the Family Plot subdivision must tie in to these services at their expense.

Approval would result in a land use consistent with the surrounding land uses. In fact, there is a family subdivision near the site on the downriver side (along Lemoine Lane).


DEPARTMENTAL RECOMMENDATIONS:
The Department recommends approval.
