Minutes


PZHO-2001-11 requested by George & Stephanie Dunmiles for special permission to operate the following home occupation – “Simply Snowballs” – a snowball stand.  No vehicles are needed for the business.  The business will be operated from a building that will be located on the property not from inside the home.  Zoning District C-2.  Council District 7

George Dunmiles, P.O. Box 882, Luling, La, spoke for the request.  Would like to get a permit to open a snowball stand at 722 Paul Maillard.  He stated that he already have a building for it.  There are no snowball stands around except for on Hwy. 90.  The property owner of the abutting property is not opposed to the snowball stand, he is concerned about the liability from people being on the property.  Mr. Montgomery (the property owner) would like to be added to the insurance for the liability.  Mr. Dunmiles stated that it’s not about the money, it’s to enhance the community, to give the children something to do.  

Speaking in favor:

Levere Montgomery, 11 Mistletoe, Covington, representing his dad.  Mr. Montgomery wants verification on the liability.  The concern is there is a passageway from Paul Maillard Road to Paul Fredericks Street, if the snowball stand parking is on the adjoining property, his father will become liable.  We don’t want that risk.  Is there anyway for the Commission to approve the request, subject to obtaining proper insurance, where we can do some type of lease adjustment.  If we couldn’t get this agreement, it wouldn’t  happen.  We would like to work with the applicant.  

Mr. Lambert stated to the Commission to make the home occupation contingent on satisfactory agreement between Mr. Dunmiles and Mr. Montgomery.

Motion by Mr. Wilson to stipulate the home occupation may not be issued until the Planning and Zoning Director receives a satisfactory agreement between Mr. Dunmiles and Mr. Montgomery for the dual parking, second by Mr. Hull.

Mr. Lambert stated that dual parking use has to go before the Zoning Board of Adjustment.
