Mr. Booth: First item on our agenda tonight is PZHO-2011-18 requested by Theron Anderson, Sr. for special permission to operate as a home occupation – “Junior Services, LLC’ – an a/c and heat business.  The location will be at 317 Mockingbird Lane, St. Rose. Zoning District R-1A. Council District 5. Yes Sir Mr. Romano.

Mr. Romano:  Thank you Mr. Booth. Mr. Anderson completed an application to use his residence, 317 Mockingbird Lane, owned by him since June 2006, as the domicile for “Junior Services LLC,” a business for A/C and heating repair. Mr. Anderson asserts within the application that work will be performed from a self-owned truck and that no materials will be kept at the residence. A review of the Code Enforcement database indicates no complaints or violations are evident at this residence. The Department recommends approval with the following stipulations: 1. No deliveries to the residence. 2.  No outdoor storage of materials, equipment, or waste associated with the business. The need for additional stipulations may become apparent at the public hearing.

This is a public hearing for PZHO-2011-18 Theron Anderson, Sr., home occupation Junior Services, LLC, heating and air conditioning business at 317 Mockingbird Lane in St. Rose.
