The Bond proceeds will be used to:  (a) acquire and equip a Rescue Truck, a Quint Truck and a Fire Engine, (b) repair, improve, equip and renovate a fire station located at 123 St. Rose Avenue, St. Rose, Louisiana, and improve property adjacent thereto, (c) repair, improve, equip and renovate a fire station located at 10574 River Road, St. Rose, Louisiana, and (d) acquire equipment, vehicles, and other items related to fire protection of the property in the Parish.
