PZO-2000-06 requested by Albert D. Laque, Parish President for an ordinance to amend the St. Charles Parish Code of Ordinances, Appendix C of the Subdivision Regulations, Section II.B.2.t.II.D.1, II.D.2, II.E.3.c, II.F.1, IIA., IV.A. IV.D.1 and IV.E.2 concerning the design, dedication and maintenance of subdivision roadway railroad crossing before final subdivision approval.

Mr. Lambert stated that there was a revision to the ordinance.  There has not been many subdivision where subdivisions crossed the railroad tracks. Now, we have several subdivisions that extend beyond a railroad track.  The developers wanted to see the parish adopt uniformed standards regarding railroad crossings.  The ordinance intent was to allow a base set of standards to any subdivision.  It will require gates at every crossing.  It serves the tax payers, because when the developers develop, they have to bear the cost of the gates.  It also provides for the dedication of the railroad crossing to the parish.

Danny Hebert, this ordinance will bring consistency to the railroad crossings.  Railroad crossing costs are from $125,000 to ½ million dollars.  Most importantly, it’s in accordance to national standards.  The developer is responsible for the crossing for up to 1 year.
