Minutes


PZR-2003-13 Requested by Terry Authement, Councilman District IV for a zoning reclassification on lots on both sides of Wenger Road which is approximately 1600 feet in length from R-1AM to R-1A. Council District 4.

Terry Authement, 102 Angel Drive, Boutte, Councilman, District 4.  Mr. Authement stated that he was acting on behalf of the residents on Wenger Road.  They requested to have the street rezoned to not allow any more mobile homes on the street.  Mr. Authement sent letters to property owners on Wenger Road with a survey.  Out of that survey 17 or 18 property owners supported the rezoning.  Mr. Authement placed a moratorium on mobile homes, the Council approved the moratorium.

Mr. Bordner stated that the letters went to property owners and not to people renting.  

Mr. Authement stated that after this is approved by the Commission and the Council, he will amend the ordinance and lift the moratorium.
Mr. Bordner asked if this would be creating legal non conforming lots.

Mr. Lambert stated yes.

Mr. Poche asked for proof that the property owners wanted the property rezoned.

Ms. Wolfe stated that there is a letter in the package that some are in opposition.

Speaking to the request:
Paul Hogan, Des Allemands, not in favor or against, he wanted to know where in the Code does it say that someone other than the property owner can rezone property.

Mr. Lambert answered Appendix A, Section XIV A.

Diane Waterman Vegas, lost a duplex due to a fire, on May 23, 2003 she went to P & Z to get a permit to place a trailer, Mr. Lambert told her that she could rebuild the duplex.  On June 26, 2003 she could not get her permit because there was a moratorium on trailers.  There are trailers there, and there is a trailer park there for years.  

Mr. Lambert stated that everything that Ms. Vegas stated is correct. He was out of the office for about 1 month and he did not know that a moratorium was placed.

Vanessa Robichaux, daughter of Diane Waterman, 146 Norman Lane, Des Allemands.  Ms. Robichaux stated that the mobile homes out number the site built homes.  She stated that she passed a petition for her mother on Wenger Road and the adjacent Whitley Road.  

Corey Loggins, 145 Wenger Road, Des Allemands, opposed to the rezoning.

Milton Alleman, Hahnville. 

Patricia Dominic, trying to rent a trailer spot and in St. Charles Parish there is none.  She believes what they are doing is wrong.

Public hearing was closed.

Mr. Lambert gave the Departments recommendation for approval.

Mr. Authement clarified the moratorium.

Ms. Richoux called a 5 minute recess at 9:14

Meeting resumed at 9:19

Mr. Bordner stated that Mr. Loggin has a brick home and if he lost his brick home he would have to put another R-1A structure.

Mr. Derveloy stated that because of so much controversy, he cannot support this request.

Ms. Charles stated that she has reservations toward this.  She counted 10 trailers down Wenger Road.  She asked Mr. Authement how many people asked for this.

Mr. Authement stated that 3 people asked for it and he sent out the survey and 17 people sent the survey back and said yes go forward with the rezoning.

Ms. Charles commented that the trailers on Wenger Road are in good condition.

Mr. Bordner commented that the descending side are out to speak on behalf of the request and none of the people who support the rezoning thought enough of the request to come out and speak to the issue.

Mr. Poche agreed with Mr. Bordner.  He asked that if this is not going to go forward, that Terry lift the moratorium.

Mr. Authement stated that he is acting on the request of several people.

Ms. Richoux stated that everything needs to be compatible.  There is a need for trailer areas in the parish.  She stated that she cannot support this.
