APPLICABLE REGULATIONS:
I.
Subdivision Ordinance, Section II. Subdivision Procedure C. Minor Resubdivisions.

2.
In instances where a net increase of more than five (5) lots is proposed by subdivision or resubdivision and no public improvements are required, no formal preliminary plat shall be required. However, the presented plan of resubdivision shall conform to requirements outlined in Section II.C.3 of this section. Approval requires certification by the planning and zoning commission, determination and mitigation of impacts to public improvements, ordinance by the Council, and certification by the Parish President.


ANALYSIS:
This request seeks approval for the creation of 8 townhome lots out of 2 larger lots. On each of the original 2 lots, the applicant intends to construct 4 unit buildings and the lot lines that would result from this application would create separate lots for each unit.

All criteria of the applicable regulations for zoning and subdivision have been met. Approval would be consistent with the Comprehensive Land Use Plan for the community by “maintaining the residential character and encouraging future residential land uses.”
